Last week Tim Green, from Hearing Support Otago, came to talk to school about the Dangerous Decibels/Safe Sounds School Programme. The students learnt about how the ear works. The outer ear collecting sounds, the middle ear amplifying it, to the amazing cochlea in the inner ear turning sound waves into signals that our brain can understand. They also looked at what happens when sound is too loud and how it can damage the tiny hair cells in the inner ear that don’t grow back once they are dammaged. They also learnt about ways to protect their hearing. 
The children were very interested in what Tim had to say, and had a lot of questions for him.
